New York, Nov 2: A squirrel
named Peanut who was pro-
pelled to the heights of  inter-
net celebrity has been eu-
thanised, New York authorities
said Friday, biting a government
staffer on the way out. With
537,000 followers on Instagram,
the domesticated black squir-
rel had fans around the world
who delighted in his exploits,
such as nibbling on waffles and
doffing tiny costumes.

New Yorker Mark Longo said
he rescued the animal after see-
ing its mother killed by a car,
going on to bottle-feed the baby
squirrel before attempting to
release him into the wild.

However, the animal lost part
of  its tail and returned to Longo,
living with him for seven years
and starring in posts on the
Insta g ram account
peanut_the_squirrel12.

“Internet, you WON.
You took one of  the
most amazing an-
imals away from
me beca u s e  o f
your selfishness. To the
group of  people
who called (the
New York State
Department of
Environmental
Conservation),
there’s a spe-
cial place in
hell for you,”

Longo wrote in an Instagram
post.

He said he was “in shock,
disbelief,  and dis-

gusted... for the last
seven
years,

Peanut
has been my

best friend.” The Chemung
County Department of  Health
and the New York State
De par tment  o f
Environmental Conservation
said in a statement Friday
that Peanut, along with a
racoon living with Longo,
were possessed illegally, and

had been euthanised to test
for rabies.

“On October 30, DEC seized a
raccoon and squirrel sharing a
residence with humans, creat-
ing the potential for human ex-
posure  to  rabies,”  the
Department of  Environmental
Conservation (DEC) said.

“In addition, a person involved
with the investigation was bit-
ten by the squirrel. To test for ra-
bies, both animals were eu-
thanised,” it added. 

The department called on any-
one exposed to the animals to
consult a doctor.

Longo wrote that “the fight
goes on” and called on supporters
to donate to his legal bills and
plans for an animal sanctuary.

CM unveils `890cr  
projects in Bolangir

Bhubaneswar, Nov 2: Chief
Minister Mohan Charan Majhi
inaugurated and laid founda-
tion stones of  several develop-
ment projects worth `890 crore
in Bolangir district, Saturday.

Among the projects inaugu-
rated by the CM included a Sub-
Divisional Hospital (SDH) and a
dialysis centre at Patnagarh and
Titlagarh. He also laid the foun-
dation stone of  a bypass road
for Patnagarh town.

He launched three mega and
mini water supply projects in
Patnagarh and Belpara. The CM
also inaugurated the newly-built
power house at Bolangir.

A new circuit house building
constructed at a cost of  `8.78
crore at Bolangir was inaugu-
rated by the CM during his visit.

This apart, Majhi laid the foun-
dation stone for the upgrada-
tion of  Tusura airfield to 2B cat-
egory to be taken up at a cost of
over `66 crore.

He also laid the foundation
stone of  the Upper Lanth irri-
gation project in Belpara block
of  the district. The Upper Lanth

irrigation project is proposed
across river Lanth, a tributary
of  Tel. The project after com-
pletion will provide irrigation for
189.07 sqkm area.

While addressing a public
meeting at Belpara ground in
the district, Majhi came down
heavily on the previous BJD
government over the Lower
Suktel irrigation project, which
he said was inaugurated “in a
hurry”. He said the foundation
stone of  the project was laid
in 1998 and it was inaugurated
in 2024. The project is yet to be

fully functional and as a re-
sult, farmers are not getting
any benefit out of  it, the Chief
Minister said.

“Are the farmers getting irri-
gation for their farmland? Where
the money was spent meant for
the construction of  the Lower
Suktel irrigation project?” Majhi
asked and alleged that the funds
were spent on purchase of  build-
ings, flats, farmhouses and or-
naments.

He alleged that Bolangir dis-
trict has been neglected for the
last 24 years during the BJD gov-
ernment.

He said though Bolangir gets
less rainfall, still the previous gov-
ernment could not expand irri-
gation in this part of  the state.
Majhi said the district has less
than 20 per cent irrigation fa-
cilities. The previous BJD gov-
ernment continuously neglected
Bolangir during their tenure,
Majhi alleged.

Deputy Chief  Minister KV
Singh Deo, his MP wife Sangeeta
Kumari Singh Deo, Health and
Family Welfare Minister Mukesh
Mahaling and district MLAs at-
tended the CM’s programme.

New Delhi, Nov 2: India has
protested in the strongest possible
terms the references made by a
Canadian minister about Union
Home Minister Amit Shah and
such ‘absurd and baseless’ alle-
gations will have serious con-
sequences for bilateral ties be-
tween the two countries, the
Minister of  External Affairs
said Saturday.

The comments came after
Canada’s Deputy Foreign Affairs
Minister  David Mor rison
Tuesday alleged that Shah or-
dered a campaign of  violence, in-
timidation and intelligence-gath-
ering targeting Sikh separatists
inside Canada.

Mor rison had also  told
Canadian Parliament members
of  the national security com-
mittee that he had confirmed
Shah’s name to The Washington
Post, which first reported the
allegations.

MEA spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said high Canadian gov-
ernment officials deliberately
leaked unfounded insinuations
to international media as part of
a conscious strategy to discredit
India and influence other na-
tions. It only confirms the view
that the Indian government has
long held about the current
Canadian government’s political
agenda and behavioural pattern,
added Jaiswal.

Replying to queries during a
weekly press briefing here,
Jaiswal said such irresponsible
actions will have serious con-
sequences for bilateral ties.

He said India summoned a
Canadian High Commission rep-
resentative Friday and the offi-
cial was served a diplomatic
note to lodge the protest in
strongest terms on the ‘absurd
and baseless’ references made by
the Canadian deputy minister
about India’s Union Home
Minister.

While  addressing  the
Parliament members, Morrison
did not say how Canada knew of
Shah’s alleged involvement.

Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
had said, a year ago, that Canada
had credible evidence that agents
of  the Indian government were
involved in the murder of
Canadian Sikh activist Hardeep
Singh Nijjar in British Columbia
in June 2023. Dismissing the al-
legations as absurd, Indian gov-
ernment officials have consis-
tently denied that Canada
provided evidence. P8

Sundargarh, Nov 2: Six people
were killed and five others in-
jured after a vehicle in which
they were travelling rammed
into a truck in this district
Saturday, police said.

The accident occurred near
Gaikanapali area under the
Hemgiri
police lim-
i ts  when
the passen-
ger-carry-
ing van hit
the truck
from be-
hind, a sen-
ior officer
said.

“Six
members of  a ‘kirtan’ group
died on the spot, and five others
were injured. Maybe, the accident
occurred due to fog in the area,”
he said.

The troupe went to Chakkplai
village for a programme on the
occasion of  Diwali, and the ac-
cident took place when they were
returning to their villages.

The deceased belonged to
Kandagoda and Samarpinda vil-
lages in the district. The injured
persons were admitted to a local
hospital, the officer said.

Locals blocked the road, de-
manding ex gratia for the victims’
families.

Rupa gives birth to
four cubs at NZP
Bhubaneswar: The Nandankanan
Zoological Park (NZP) here
Saturday got new guests with
white tigress Rupa giving birth to
four cubs. The zoo authorities said
that the four cubs were born to 6-
year-old Rupa and melanistic tiger
Krishna. She gave birth to cubs
between 5.43 am and 9.31 am and
they are under CCTV surveillance
to ensure their health and safety,
the authorities said. However, they
said it was too early to determine
the sex of the tiger cubs. At present
Nandankanan has 27 tigers
including 17 normal coloured
tigers, seven white tigers and three
melanistic tigers.

3rd phase Subhadra money by Nov-end

Bhubaneswar, Nov 2: The third
phase of  money in the first in-
stallment under Subhadra Yojana
will be disbursed among bene-
ficiaries by the end of  November
this year, informed Deputy Chief
M i n i s t e r  P r avat i  Pa r i d a ,
Saturday.

As many as 20 lakh benefi-
ciaries, who had not received
money in the previous two
phases, will get `5,000 in their
bank accounts in the third
phase, she said.

“We are trying to add those,

whose applications were earlier
rejected during scrutiny, to the
scheme through rechecking. If
the process is completed soon,
they can get the amount in the
third phase,” Parida said.

About 2.67 lakh applicants
were rejected in the verification
for availing `5,000 under the
scheme. The government is mak-
ing efforts to enroll them under
new guidelines.

Besides, the fourth phase of
Subhadra money will be given in
December. The government is
aiming to benefit over 1 crore
women beneficiaries by the end

of  December this year, she said.
“Not a single beneficiary will

be left out of  the scheme. The
registration process will con-
tinue till the last beneficiary ap-
plies for the benefits under the
scheme,” she added.

Over 60 lakh beneficiaries have
received Subhadra amount in
the first two phases of  the first
installment. While the amount
was credited to the bank accounts
of  25  lakh beneficiaries
September 17, around 39 lakh
women benefitted from the
scheme in the second phase
October 9.

Maoist camp busted,
explosives recovered

Bhubaneswar, Nov 2: Police
busted a Maoist camp in a forest
in Nuapada district and recovered
explosive materials from there,
a senior officer said Saturday. 

The recovered materials in-
clude 500 detonators, five reels of
safety fuse, five improvised IED
switches, one gelatin stick (de-
composed) and various Naxalite
literatures, an officer said.

“On November 1, one SOG
Assault team identified a suspected
Maoist camp associated with the
DGN divisional committee of  the
CPI (Maoist). The location was in
a dense forest near Bhainsamundi
(Bahadurpani) village,” a state-
ment issued by the police said,
adding that during the search op-
eration, huge explosive materials
were recovered.  “This recovery sug-
gests that the site served as a tem-
porary hideout for CPI (Maoist)
cadres, which was raided by se-
curity forces,” he said. 

In addition, another SOG team
was deployed November 1 evening
to intensify the search operation,
the police added.

Mrunal 
shares her 
heartbreak

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Bhubaneswar, Nov 2: With
Opposition BJD and Congress
targeting the BJP government in
the state over the death of  two
women in Kandhamal district by
consuming mango kernel gruel
allegedly due to lack of  food-
grains, the state administration
Saturday said that the two died
due to food poisoning.

Odisha Food Supplies and
Consumer Welfare Minister KC
Patra rejected the Opposition
allegation and clarified that the
two tribal women had consumed
contaminated mango kernel
gruel which led to their death.

At least two tribal women died
and six others fell ill after al-
legedly consuming mango ker-
nel gruel in Kandhamal district,
police had said Friday

“All  the  69  f amil ies  at
Mandipanka vi l la g e  in
Kandhamal district have re-
ceived rice under the public dis-
tribution system for July to
September. They did not take
further rice for October to
December as they had sufficient
grain at home. The process of
rice distribution for the next
three months has already
started,” the minister told re-
porters.

Kandhamal District Collector
Amrit Ruturaj also claimed that
the residents of  the Mandipanka
village have received rice and
there was no shortage of  food-
grain.

The Information and Public
Relations department in a state-
ment said that the two women -
Ramita Patamajhi and Runu
Majhi - in Kandhamal district
died due to food poisoning after
consuming mango kernel. Six
others are under treatment at
the MKCG Medical College

Hospital in Berhampur.
The state government further

said that both the Kandhamal dis-
trict administration and the
Health  de par tment  have
launched an investigation after
the two women died October 30.

The official statement also
stated that an Anganwadi cen-
tre has been functioning in the
village. ASHA workers and Child
Development Project officer vis-
i ted  the  vi l la g e  on a  
regular basis.

Meanwhile, Director of  Health
Service (DHS) Bijay Mohapatra
said that the preliminary find-
ings showed that the incident
was caused by food poisoning. He
ruled out the mango kernel caus-
ing the death and said it was
due to contaminated food and
said food and drink samples have
been sent for further tests and the
re por ts  wil l  be  avai lable  
in 72 hours.

The BJD held the state gov-

ernment “responsible” for the
death of  two women in
Kandhamal and alleged that the
villagers consume mango kernel
gruel because they have not been
provided with rice for four
months under PDS.

“The PDS system has com-
pletely collapsed in Kandhamal
for which the people consume
mango kernel gruel for sur-
vival. It is unfortunate that
two women died. The govern-
ment should immediately re-
store the PDS and correct its
mistakes,” BJD leader Sanjay
Dasburma said.

Senior Congress leader Srikant
Jena said the state government
started rice distribution for
October only November 2 after
the tragic death of  two women.

“The people should be given 15
kg of  rice instead of  5 kg per
head. They should be given rice
for four months at one go,” 
Jena said. 

Govt says 2 died
of food poisoning

Woman loses hand in bus mishap

Bhubaneswar, Nov 2: A woman
lost her hand after she was hit
by a speeding Mo Bus near
Chandrasekharpur petrol pump
here Saturday in what came as
yet another instance of  the ter-
ror unleashed by drivers of  the
City’s lone public carrier on the
roads, posing serious threat to the
l ives  of  motorists  and 
pedestrians.

Incidentally, instead of  avail-
ing immediate medical help to
the victim, the driver of  the bus
fled from the spot by abandoning
the vehicle after the accident,
eyewitnesses said.

The victim was identified as
Jhil l i  Sohela ,  a  native  of
Sambalpur district, who works
at a beauty parlor in the City.
Sources at the Capital Hospital,
where the victim was taken for
treatment, said that her left hand
was so severely injured in the ac-
cident  that  i t  has  to  be  
amputated.

Eyewitnesses said that the in-
cident occurred at around 11 am
when the woman was crossing
the road near Punjab National
Bank towards the petrol pump
on the other side. A speeding
Mo Bus (route number 12) hit
her in front of  the petrol pump. 

“The bus was driven at a speed
of  60-65 kmph. The driver failed
to apply brakes and ran over the

woman,” an eyewitness said.
He said it was quite unusual

for vehicles to be driven at that
speed during peak hours. “CRUT
(Capital Region Urban Transport)
authorities must pay compen-
sation to the victim, including her
treatment,” said the witness,
who lives in the area.

Another eyewitness said that
the culprit driver made good his
escape in the melee after locals
stopped the bus.

The incident triggered an im-
promptu blockade of  the busy

road by irate locals for over two
hours. As a result, vehicular
traffic between Nalco Square
and Damana Square came to a
grinding halt as protestors
stopped at least 10 Mo Buses
from passing through the route.
However, vehicular movement re-
sumed following intervention
by Chandrasekharpur police
station officials who promised
swift action against the culprit
driver.

An of f icer  at
Chandrasekharpur police sta-

tion said a hunt has been
launched to nab the driver.

However, despite several at-
tempts, no official from CRUT
was available for comments.

It is worth mentioning that
Saturday’s mishap came just
three days after a Mo Bus crushed
an elderly woman to death at
the Cuttack Netaji Bus Terminal,
Wednesday. The incident was
part of  a series of  accidents
caused by recklessly-driven Mo
Buses in the twin city over 
the years.

ISKCON’s Houston unit web-

site has removed its plan to hold
the Snana Yatra November 3.
However, the website, still men-
tions the Festival of  Bliss-Rath
Yatra to be held from 10 am to 4
pm November 9.

According to the practice in
Puri, the Snana Yatra is con-
ducted on the full moon in the
month of  ‘Jyeshtha’, usually 
in June.

Similarly, the Rath Yatra or
chariot festival is observed on the
second day of  the bright fort-
night of  ‘Ashadha’ month, which
falls in June or July.

I ndia has updated its biodi-
versity action plan and has
committed to conserve 30 per

cent of  its terrestrial, inland
water, and coastal and marine
areas by 2030. 

T he  updated  National
Biodiversity Strategy and Action
Plan (NBSAP) was unveiled at the
16th UN Biodiversity Conference
in Cali, Colombia, and had 23
national targets.

The targets are aligned with
the 23 global goals set under the
Kunming-Montreal Global
Biodiversity Framework (KM-
GBF) -- adopted at the 15th UN
Biodiversity Conference in
Canada in 2022.

Protecting at least 30 per cent
of  the world’s land and ocean
areas by 2030 is a key goal of
KM-GBF. It will also work to re-
store degraded ecosystems, such
as forests, wetlands, and rivers,
to ensure they continue pro-
viding essential resources like
clean water and air.

The updated NBSAP showed
that from 2017-2018 to 2021-2022,
India spent around ̀ 32,200 crore
on biodiversity protection, con-

servation, and restoration.
It projects that the annual ex-

penditure for biodiversity con-
servation through 2029-2030 will
reach `81,664.88 crore.

India’s biodiversity strategy fo-
cuses on themes such as reduc-
ing threats to biodiversity; meet-
ing people’s needs through
sustainable use and benefit shar-
ing and developing tools and so-
lutions for implementation.

“Unfortunately, we have col-

lectively developed a major blind
spot in biodiversity policies.
There’s a heavy focus on grand
actions such as resource man-
agement, but little attention is
paid to the everyday behaviours
-- like what we consume -- that
also drive biodiversity loss,”
Melissa Marselle, from the
University of  Surrey and co-au-
thor of  the study published in the
journal Environmental Science
and Policy, said.

Clearly specifying key aspects
of  behavioural change could
boost the effectiveness of  bio-
diversity policies,  the re-
searchers said.

This includes identifying the
behaviours that need to change,
the groups responsible for those
actions, and the factors influ-
encing their choices, they said.

“There is a clear need to en-
hance biodiversity policy strate-
gies by incorporating insights

from behavioural science and
behaviour change frameworks,"
the authors wrote.

“This implies specifying tar-
get behaviours and groups, di-
versifying intervention types to
include the full range of  options
available (e.g. environmental re-
structuring, coercion, and mod-
eling), and involving a wider
range of  actors for effective im-
plementation,” they wrote.

The study identifies 'individ-
uals' as people in roles such as
farmers, consumers, local com-
munities, among others.

“By not using proven behav-
ioural science frameworks, we're
missing a crucial opportunity
to save nature by creating more
effective biodiversity policies.
As not one global biodiversity tar-
get was met in 2020, we desper-
ately need to change this quickly
if  we are going to meet any global
biodiversity targets by the 2030
deadline,” Marselle said.

Reducing threats includes
eight targets focused on major
biodiversity threats, such as
land and sea use changes, pol-
lution, overuse of  species, cli-

mate change, and invasive
species, as well as restoring
ecosystems, conserving species
diversity, and enabling the sus-
tainable use of  wild species.

The theme of  meeting peo-
ple’s needs focuses on support-
ing the sustainable manage-
ment of  agriculture, fisheries,
forests, and animal husbandry
-- vital to the livelihoods of  rural
populations, including farm-
ers, herders, fishers, and in-
digenous communities. It also
stresses sustainable use of  wild
species, ecosystem service man-
agement, equitable access to
green spaces, fair sharing of
biodiversity benefits, and pub-
lic support for conservation.

The solution-providing theme
includes 10 targets focused on
a d d i n g  b i o d ive r s i t y  t o  
development objectives, en-
couraging sustainable produc-
tion and consumption, reducing
waste, repurposing subsidies,
fostering skills and knowledge-
sharing, mobilising resources,
and ensuring inclusive and fair
planning in biodiversity con-
servation.

Kalinganagar in Jajpur dis-
trict will undergo expansion
soon as it plans to increase its
crude steel production capac-
ity to 9.5 million tonnes per
annum (MTPA).

The Neelachal Ispat was es-
tablished in 1982 for iron and
steel production. In line with the
N a t i o n a l  C o m p a n y  L aw
Tribunal’s process, the corpo-
rate insolvency resolution for
NINL began February 6, 2019. 

Accordingly, Tata Steel Long
Products Limited was declared
the successful investor in this
process. Share sale and agree-
ment signing was completed
between NINL stakeholders
and Tata Steel Long Products
L i m i t e d  M a r c h  1 0 ,  2 0 2 2 .
Following this, Tata Steel com-
pleted the acquisition of  NINL
July 4, 2022.

Plans are in place to increase
the crude steel production ca-
pacity at NINL plant from the
present capacity of  0.981 MTPA
to 9.5 MTPA annually. The
Ministry of  Environment,
Forest, and Climate Change of
the Government of  India has
been approached for permis-
sion to conduct necessary pub-
lic hearings regarding this pro-
posed expansion.

According to available in-
formation, raw material de-
mand for this steel plant is ex-
pected to increase from 4.7
MTPA to 27 MTPA. The plant’s
maximum power requirement
of  758 megawatts (MW) will
be met with 557 MW from grid,
288 MW from the captive power
plant, and 78.5 MW from re-
newable energy sources.

The plant will also require
around 400 cubic metre to 4,600
cubic metre of  water per hour,
which will be sourced from the
Kharasrota river. The estimated

cost of  the proposed expan-
sion project is around `61,769.03
crore, and its implementation
has the potential to create 4,500
direct and 9,500 indirect em-
ployments.

The National Steel Policy
aims to reach 300 MTPA steel
production by 2030. This proj-
ect is expected to accelerate
regional development, improve
current infrastructure, and en-
hance transportation facilities
to meet the management of  the
plant and the expansion of  the
project. 

Moreover, rail and local
transportation facilities will
b e  f u r t h e r  u p g r a d e d .
Environmental impact as-
sessments conducted by the
company highlight these im-
provements.

On the other hand, frequent
protests by the Displaced

Landowners’ Forum, which has
outlined a 34-point charter of  de-
mands for fulfillment, raise
concerns about the success of
the proposed public hearing.
Since February, families dis-
placed by the NINL plant have
continued their protests in front
of  the plant due to unmet de-
mands. 

Despite a tripartite meeting
being held involving plant au-
thori t ies,  protesters  and
Kalinganagar ADM, a solution
h a s  ye t  t o  b e  r e a c h e d .
Consequently, protesters locked
up the main gate of  NINL and
also of  Tata Steel May 20 this
year and staged an economic
blockade.

This apart, office bearers of
around 25 organisations across
the state gathered at Birbhumi
in Ambagadia in Kalinganagar
to protest and present their de-
mands. These demands are yet
to be fulfilled.  

When contacted, trade union
leader Babuli Purty expressed
support for NINL expansion
but stated that the public hear-
ings would be opposed if  the de-
mands of  the displaced were
not met.

Earlier the five students have
been rusticated from the campus
for six months. The punishment
was imposed as per the decision
of  the anti-ragging committee
meeting held Wednesday, the of-
ficial said.

The anti-ragging committee
has taken such a hard decision
to arrest further occurrence of
ragging incidents in the med-

ical college campus, said SP
(Berhampur) Saravana Vivek
M, who is one of  the members of
the anti-ragging committee of
the college.

Suchitra Dash, Dean (in-
charge) of  the college, however,
declined to comment on the de-
velopment.

The SP said they were also
investigating separately against
these students based on the FIR

lodged. The statements of  the
students have been recorded by
the police Friday, he said.

While one second-year MBBS
student has given a written com-
plaint to the college authorities
alleging ragging by senior stu-
dents, three other complaints of
ragging were lodged by parents
of  the students with the National
Medical Council (NMC).

The NMC had directed the
college authorities to inquire
into the allegations and take ac-
tion against the students.

After receiving the complaints
from the NMC, the anti-ragging
committee of  the medical col-
lege inquired into the matter.

In February this year, the med-
ical college authorities had sus-
pended two fourth-year MBBS
students for two months for rag-
ging a second-year student.

Rourkela, Nov 2: Police here Saturday busted
a gang of  armed robbers who were using var-
ious dating and meet-up apps to loot gullible per-
sons and arrested eight persons.

Change of command at
NCC Odisha Directorate 
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T he United Nations Security Council has 15 members: five per-
manent and 10 elected. India has been a non-permanent mem-
ber of  the UNSC eight times, its last term being in 2021-2022. It

has now bid for the 2028-2029 term. As the world’s largest nation and
a democracy we are entitled to having our voice heard in the global body.

In 2021, the then UN High Commissioner for Human Rights, Michelle
Bachelet said “although it is the primary responsibility of  the UN
Human Rights Council, promoting and protecting human rights is
one of  the best ways for the UN Security Council to achieve its man-
date of  maintaining international peace and security.” Bearing that in
mind, let’s take a look at India’s engagement with the UN human
rights system in the past few years.

The fact is that India has not been a strong leader at the UNHRC, will-
ing to take difficult and principled stands with consistent application
of  human rights values; nor has it engaged particularly construc-
tively with Council mechanisms.

India has been a member of  the UN Human Rights Council for 16 of
the Council’s 18 years – most recently from 2019 to 2024. Resolution 60/251
that created the UNHRC states that “members elected to the Council
shall uphold the highest standards in the
promotion and protection of  human rights,
shall fully cooperate with the Council, and
be reviewed under the universal periodic
review mechanism during their term of
membership.”

India has been the subject of  25 critical
statements from UN human rights experts
and OHCHR since 2019 – during its last
two terms of  membership – expressing
concerns about its domestic human rights
issues and lack of  compliance with its in-
ternational human rights obligations.

Between 24 January 2011 and 24
September 2024, the Indian government
received over 200 communications from
UN Special Procedures, a collection of  in-
dependent experts created by the HRC and
mandated to monitor and report on human
rights across the globe. The Indian gov-
ernment has only responded to less than
a third of  the communications it has re-
ceived. After 2014, India has facilitated the
completion of  only two visits by a UN spe-
cial procedure mandate to the country. It
currently has 19 pending visit requests.
Some have gone unanswered since 1999
(for example, from the Special Rapporteur
on Torture).

In its last Universal Periodic Review, a
mechanism by which every state’s human
rights record is examined and recom-
mendations for improvements made, 21
countries urged India to improve its pro-
tection of  freedom of  religion and rights of  religious minorities, with
several raising concerns over increasing violence and hate speech
and the government’s adoption of  discriminatory policies such as
“anti-conversion” laws. In addition, 19 countries said that India should
ratify the UN Convention against Torture, a treaty we signed in 1997
but never ratified. India said in both the 2012 and 2017 UPR cycles that
it remained committed to ratifying the treaty. However, it hasn’t taken
steps to fulfil its commitment even as torture and other ill-treatment
continue to be used routinely by police and other security forces to gather
information or coerce “confessions.”

India is party to only six of  the nine core human rights treaties.
India’s reports under the Convention on the Elimination of  All

Forms of  Discrimination against Women and the Convention on the
Rights of  the Child are also overdue. India has been the subject of  two
reports, in 2018 and 2019, from the Office of  the High Commissioner
for Human Rights on the situation of  human rights in Kashmir. Both
reports called on the Indian authorities to respect international human
rights obligations in the region, repeal or amend repressive laws such
as the Armed Forces (Jammu and Kashmir) Special Powers Act and
the Jammu & Kashmir Public Safety Act, end restrictions on jour-
nalists and investigate all blanket bans or restrictions. Instead of  en-
gaging with the OHCHR, India called the reports “false, with a moti-
vated narrative” and accused the human rights body of  “legitimising
terrorism.”

India has consistently been included in the UN Secretary-General’s
report on reprisals, which sets out cases of  alleged reprisals – against
individuals and organisations – for cooperation with the UN in the field
of  human rights. In the 2020 report, the Secretary-General concluded
that “ongoing intimidation and reprisals have reportedly deterred
some civil society representatives from cooperating with the United Nations
for fear of  further retribution” in the country. So why is credible en-
gagement with UNHRC critical in the context of  India’s UNSC bid?
Discussions about reforming the UNSC should not be done in isolation
of  candidates’ performance and behaviour at other UN bodies, most
importantly human rights ones. Membership of  any of  the UN or-
gans should be used to shine a spotlight on, and protect human rights,
not to shield members or their allies from scrutiny of  their human rights
record. This should be the case for all nations and the fact that others
are as bad or worse on this issue should not matter. It is abundantly
clear that India is falling short of  its domestic and international
human rights obligations and its commitments as a member and in its
interactions with different UN bodies and mechanisms. The discussion
on reform of  the Security Council may not end soon, but if  India is se-
rious about its intention to be a permanent member of  the UNSC, it
needs to demonstrate that it can engage responsibly with UN human
rights entities, including the UNHRC. It must comply with the mem-
bership criteria to the UNHRC in a consistent and principled manner.
It should commit to upholding the highest standards in the promotion
and protection of  human rights to fully cooperate with the UN human
rights mechanisms. We harm our chances when we choose deliberately
to not do the right thing.

P rogress on poverty reduc-
tion has slowed almost to a
standstill in recent years.

With nearly 700 million people
still living on less than $2.15 per
day, the world is far from the
goal of  eradicating extreme
poverty by 2030. At the current
pace, it will take at least three
decades to reach this target, and
more than a century to lift every-
one above the poverty line of
$6.85 per day used for upper-mid-
dle-income countries. Today, 44%
of  the global population falls
below this threshold.

Tepid economic growth, the
pandemic, ongoing conflicts, and
the escalating climate crisis have
disrupted – and even reversed –
a quarter-century of  extraordi-
nary progress, during which the
share of  the world’s population
living in extreme poverty plunged
from around one-third to one-
tenth. While high-income coun-
tries have largely recovered from
these setbacks, extreme poverty
in the poorest countries is still
higher than in 2019, and their
growth is expected to be weaker
than in the decade before the
pandemic. And as global warm-
ing accelerates, nearly one in

five people will likely experi-
ence an extreme weather event
from which they will struggle
to recover, exacerbating poverty.

According to the World Bank’s
new Poverty, Prosperity, and
Planet Report, altering this tra-
jectory requires recognising that
poverty, shared prosperity, and
climate risks are interconnected. 

Addressing inequality can play
an important role in achieving
these interconnected goals. In the
world’s most unequal countries,
economic growth leads to a smaller
reduction in poverty. If  every
country experienced annual per
capita income growth of  2%, it
would take another 60 years to
eliminate extreme poverty. But if
the Gini index – a measure of  in-
come inequality – in every coun-
try were to decrease by 2% an-
nually, that target would be reached
in 20 years. High levels inequal-
ity also prevent the less well-off
from climbing the socioeconomic
ladder, depriving them of  op-
portunities to improve their
lives. Delivering better-func-
tioning labour markets, invest-
ing in education and health, and
strengthening social safety nets
would enable poor people to ben-

efit from economic growth.
Each country’s path forward

should be tailored to its specific
circumstances in order to de-
liver the best possible outcomes
across these dimensions while
managing tradeoffs. For low-in-
come countries supported by
the World Bank’s International
Development Association (IDA),
that means promoting faster and
more inclusive growth and in-
creasing investment in public
services and infrastructure to
improve access to education and
create jobs. Because these coun-
tries are home to 70% of  all peo-
ple living in extreme poverty
and produce minimal green-
house-gas (GHG) emissions, their
anti-poverty efforts do not come
at a high environmental cost.

The focus in lower-middle-in-
come countries should be on de-
livering sustained growth and
shared prosperity, and improving
the efficiency of  policies to boost
income, build climate resilience,
and keep GHG emissions in
check. Scaling up investment in
climate mitigation is especially
important because the emissions
of  many middle-income coun-
tries are projected to rise over the

coming decades. Such invest-
ments could also lead to better
health outcomes – for example,
by reducing air pollution.

Lastly, upper-middle-income
and high-income countries,
which account for four-fifths of
global carbon dioxide emissions,
must rapidly phase out their de-
pendence on fossil fuels and lead
the green transition. 

Ending poverty and boosting
shared prosperity on a livable
planet requires bold policy
choices, coordinated global ac-
tion, and a significant increase in
financing for sustainable devel-
opment, which would allow low-
income countries to invest in im-
proving the lives and livelihoods
of  their people. Today, the world
has a historic opportunity to
overcome the injustices and mit-
igate the dangers of  entrenched
poverty, systemic inequality, and
climate change. We must not
squander this chance to make
meaningful, lasting progress to-
ward broad-based prosperity.

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WHO’S BETTER FOR INDIA?
W

ashington’s san-
guinely friendly
embrace of  New
Delhi in recent

years is not likely to lose any of
its warmth irrespective of  who
wins the 5 November presi-
dential election—Kamala Harris
or Donald Trump.

If  Vice President Harris wins,
she would add some sheen to
the relations given her half
Indian ethnicity from her late
Tamilian mother, Dr. Shyamala
Gopalan Harris’ side. As for for-
mer President Trump, his oft-ex-
pressed personal friendly equa-
tion with Prime Minister Modi
is expected to help the two pick
up from where they left in 2020
when the former was defeated.

Ever since former President
Bill Clinton paid a seminal visit
to India in March 2000, after a
gap of  nearly a quarter century
from former President Jimmy
Carter’s India visit in 1978, ties
between Washington and New
Delhi have prog ressively
strengthened under his suc-
cessors George W. Bush, Barack
Obama, Trump and Joe Biden.

In a sense, that improvement
has paralleled the dramatic rise
of  China in the last three decades
now practically rivalling the US
in its global influence. It is, keep-
ing in mind the Chinese con-
text, that it would be reasonable
to expect neither Harris nor
Trump in the White House to ma-
terially change the direction.

As long as Washington per-
ceives Beijing as its global neme-
sis—and the prospects of  that
remaining the case for the next
two decades and more are dis-
tinct—no US administration
would risk diluting its relations
with India in the foreseeable fu-
ture. This is not withstanding
the recent thaw in India-China re-
lations where the two have ended
their four-year-old border hos-
tilities. That deal places India in
the unique position of  having
robust strategic relations with
America, historically strong re-
lations with Russia and now
somewhat normalising ties with
China. A Harris-led government
is expected to broadly continue
the outgoing Biden adminis-
tration’s studiedly pragmatic

approach towards India. Of
course, New Delhi is unlikely to
forget her seemingly sympa-
thetic statement in favour of
Kashmir when the Modi gov-
ernment abrogated Article 370
in 2019 saying, “We are all watch-
ing.” She had also been criti-
cal of  the human rights situa-
tion in Kashmir. However, the
passage of  five years since that
statement is a long time and in
her capacity as president her
foreign policy compulsions
would be of  a very different na-
ture compared to her role as
vice president. As of  now, there
is no indication that as president
she would choose to ruffle feath-
ers in New Delhi over Kashmir.
One main reason is that she
would be too preoccupied with
a fractious polity at home in
the initial stage to jump into is-
sues like Kashmir which have
no relevance domestically.

Trump, on the other hand, is
expected to be even less engaged
with South Asia as a region and
India as its centre other than on
his favourite fixation on tariffs.
He has been explicit in calling
India a major abuser in bilateral
trade relations and has threat-
ened a blanket tariff  structure
on all imports from anywhere
in the world, including India. It
remains to be seen though
whether he actually carries out
that threat to the extent he has

boasted about imposing between
20% tariffs (on all countries) and
60% (on China). Other than that,
he is likely to be amiable to-
wards New Delhi. Given his rad-
ical plans to refashion America
in his vision should he return to
the White House, India is not
likely to feature immediately in
his scheme of  things.

According to an estimate by
Bloomberg Economics, India’s
GDP will be 0.1% lower by 2028
under Trump tariffs. That is a
small number but could have a
psychological impact on bilateral
relations. An aspect that is often
not recognised when it comes to
Trump and India is his business
interests in the country. According
to Pulitzer Prize winning jour-
nalist and author David Cay
Johnston, who has covered Trump
for the longest period since 1988,
“Some of  his most profitable in-
vestments are in India where he
has his name on buildings.” That
business interest too could have
a marginal impact on the way
he approaches India.

One area of  bilateral relations
which is unlikely to be adversely
affected under either adminis-
tration is the Initiative on Critical
and Emerging Technology (iCET).
The fact that iCET is focused on
strategic cooperation over a spec-
trum of  powerful technologies
such as space, semiconductors,
and advanced telecommunica-

tions is in a way its own shield.
This is especially because China
has been galloping on notching
up breakthroughs in these areas
and it is crucial for both India and
the US to collaborate in order to
ensure that Beijing does not run
away with them. The other
equally important areas are ar-
tificial intelligence, quantum
computing, biotechnology, and
clean energy, all of  which will de-
termine the way the world works
for the next 100 years.

Not being a globalist, Trump
is unlikely to pay any significant
attention to India’s problematic
neighbours like Pakistan,
Bangladesh, Afghanistan and
to some extent Sri Lanka and
Nepal. This could be in contrast
to Harris though even she may
not choose to get involved any
time soon after taking over.

Perhaps the most significant
difference between the two would
be in dealing with climate
change, whose consequences
are felt in India and across South
Asia every day. Trump has called
climate change a “hoax” and
could not care less about it while
Harris can be expected to be
pro-active like Biden, which
overall will be beneficial to India.

India has figured only mar-
ginally during this presidential
campaign as has been the case
historically. Trump referred to
it derisively while talking about
trade and Harris only implic-
itly while talking about half  her
ethnic heritage. However, Indian
Americans as a voting population
could be potentially decisive in
the five swing states of  Arizona,
Georgia, Michigan, North
Carolina and Pennsylvania. A
poll by Indian American Impact
Fund, that represents Indian
and South Asian communities,
found that Harris has a whopping
48% lead over Trump among
Indian American voters in these
battleground states. Indian
American votes could prove
crucial in what has been con-
sidered a historically close race.

Prosperity requires a healthy planet

Mumbai, Nov 2: Nearly 50 rebels
are giving a tough time to both
MahaYuti comprising BJP, Shiv
Sena and NCP and the Maha
Vikas Aghadi (MVA) consisting
Congress, Shiv Sena and NCP-SP
as both are engaged in negotia-
tions with them for withdrawal
of  their nominations before
November 4 which is the last
date for withdrawal. Of  the 50
rebels, MahaYuti has 36 and 14
from the MVA.

As per the compilation made
by MahaYuti partners, of  the 36
rebels, BJP has hit the most with
19 followed by 16 belonging to
Shiv Sena and one from NCP.
Union Home Minister Amit
Shah, who had held more than
four region-wise meetings last
month to review BJP’s poll prepa-
rations, has already asked the
state leadership to make all ef-
forts to contain the rebellion by
increasing outreach with rebels.

De puty  Chief  Minister
Devendra Fadnavis Thursday
said that efforts will be made to
convince the rebels before the last
date of  withdrawal of  nomina-
tions November 4. He further
added that a meeting was chaired
by the Chief  Minister Eknath
Shinde two days ago and a com-
munication channel has been

opened by respective parties
with rebels.

“Our party is big, so naturally
we also have a large number of
interested candidates. But, con-
testing elections in an alliance
comes with some limitations. It
is not possible to give justice to
every candidate. But, we will
communicate with the rebels.
We hope they will listen to us and
withdraw their nominations,”
said Fadnavis. He hinted that
there will be friendly fights in
some constituencies.

However, state BJP chief
Chandrashekhar Bawankule
said that the party will initiate
disciplinary action if  rebels fail
to withdraw their nominations.

Nine rebel candidates of  Shiv
Sena have entered into the elec-
toral fray against the official
candidates of  BJP. These rebels
have filed their nominations in
Airoli, Belapur, Andheri East
and Pachora in Jalgaon districts.
Since few seats were bagged by
Shiv Sena in its quota, BJP rebels
have filed their nominations in
those seats. These constituen-
cies include Alibag and Karjat
in Raigad district, Buldhana,
Borivali and Jalana.

Moreover, nine rebels from
BJP and seven from Shiv Sena
have filed their nominations
against NCP led by Ajit Pawar

while only one rebel from Ajit
Pawar faction is contesting
a g ainst  Shiv  Sena from
Nandgaon constituency in
Nashik district.

As far as MVA is concerned,
of  the 14 rebels, Congress is
striving to convince 10 rebels
from its fold while Uddhav
Thackeray-led Shiv Sena is en-
gaged in a series of  talks with its
four rebels.

NCP-SP chief  Sharad Pawar
Thursday hoped that the MVA
would succeed in pacifying the
rebels. On its part, the Congress
party has roped in for mer
Rajasthan Chief  Minister Ashok
Gehlot to open communication
with the party rebels and make
them withdraw nomination pa-
pers. Party in charge Ramesh
Chennithala said that the party
hopes that rebels will not stick
to their guns but agree to with-
draw their nominations.

Congress rebels are contesting
against Shiv Sena UBT in Kopri
Pachpakhadi, Byculla and
Ramtek constituencies while
rebel from Uddhav Thackeray-
led Shiv Sena is taking on the
Samajwadi Party nominee Abu
Azmi from Mankhurd
Shivajinagar.

A rebel candidate of  the Shiv
Sena-UBT is also contesting from
Versova in Mumbai and Mehkar
in Buldhana. In some places,
the rebels from NCP (Sharad
Pawar) are contesting against
Shiv Sena UBT nominees and
Congress while in few con-
stituencies the NCP SP is fac-
ing challenge from other allies
or independents.

This is not all, the MVA’s allies
mainly smaller parties have
fielded 14 candidates against
Congress, Shiv Sena and NCP-SP
nominees making the election
tougher. The candidates of  these
parties including Peasants and
Workers Party, CPI-M have fielded
their nominees in Kurla, Solapur
South, Solapur Central, Paranda,
Sangola and Pandharpur to men-
tion a few.

Ranchi, Nov 2: Jharkhand, now
around 25 years old as a state, has
witnessed seven Chief  Ministers,
each leaving a unique mark.
This Assembly election puts the
legacy of  all seven to the test --
current CM Hemant Soren, along
with for mer CMs Babulal
Marandi and Champai Soren --
are directly contesting, while
the families of  the other four
former CMs are also in the fray,
reflecting a multi-generational
stake in the battle g round
Jharkhand. 

Babulal Marandi, Jharkhand’s
first Chief  Minister and now
head of  the state BJP, faces the for-
midable challenge of  reclaiming
power for his party, which lost con-
trol in 2019. Marandi is contest-
ing from his home turf  in
Dhanwar, Giridih, where he pre-
viously won as a candidate of
Jharkhand Vikas Morcha, a party
formed by himself.

This time, the Opposition bloc,
INDIA, has fielded two candi-
dates -- from Jharkhand Mukti
Morcha (JMM) and CPI (ML)
against him -- making it a three-
corner contest. Adding to the dy-
namics is a rebel BJP candidate,
Niranjan Rai, a potential spoiler.

The elder statesman Shibu
Soren, though less active these
days due to age and health issues,
remains a symbolic force for the
JMM. His son, CM Hemant

Soren, is vying for re-election,
aiming to secure a second con-
secutive term for the ruling coali-
tion which has never happened
in Jharkhand’s political history.

Hemant Soren is contesting
from Barhait constituency, fac-
ing BJP candidate Gamaliel
Hembrom, a former teacher and
relatively new entrant in politics,
adding an intriguing challenge
to the race. Shibu Soren’s other
daughter-in-law Sita Soren has
now moved away from the Soren
family and this time contesting
from Jamtara on a BJP ticket.

Former CM Champai Soren,
with over four decades of  expe-
rience, is also in the race but as
a BJP candidate this time, after
having left the JMM. He faces
Ganesh Mahali, who has simi-
larly switched allegiances from
BJP to  JMM. Meanwhile,

Champai Soren’s son, Babulal
Soren,  is  contesting from
Ghatsila, adding another layer
to his father’s political influ-
ence.

Other former CMs are also
testing their influence through
family members. Meera Munda,
wife  of  Ar jun Munda,
Jharkhand’s second CM, is run-
ning from Potka. Arjun Munda
declined to fight elections but
sought a ticket for his wife which
was duly granted by the BJP.

Similarly,  for mer CM
Raghubar Das, now Odisha
Governor, has his daughter-in-
law Purnima Das Sahu con-
testing in his traditional strong-
hold, Jamshedpur East. The
victory or loss here will be di-
rectly linked to the influence of
Raghubar Das in the con-
stituency.

(UBT) MP Arvind Sawant
Saturday apologised for his al-
leged insulting remark targeted
at rival Shiv Sena’s Assembly
election candidate Shaina NC,
a day after a case was regis-
tered against him in this con-
nection.

Talking to reporters here,
Sawant maintained that he has
never insulted any woman in
his life, and added that a con-
troversy was created for polit-
ical  reasons ahead of  the
Assembly polls.

“I have always been in the
forefront of  giving women their
due respect. My remarks were
distorted and I was deliberately
targeted. This hurt me. Still if
my comments hurt anybody’s
sentiments, I regret it and apol-
ogise for the same. In my 55
years of  public life, I have never
insulted women,” the Member
of  Parliament (MP) from the
Mumbai South Lok Sabha con-
stituency said.

He asked what action was
taken when other political lead-
ers earlier called women lead-
e r s  a s  Je r s e y  c ow  a n d
Surpankha.

“Were women honoured
through such comments...A state

minister made derogatory re-
marks against Supriya Sule.

Was any action taken,” he asked.
The controversy regarding

my remarks was raised for po-
litical reasons, he said.

“I had not named anyone. I feel
sad that an attempt was made
to tarnish my image. The com-
ment was made October 29 and
it was remembered November
1,” Sawant said.

Shaina, who is contesting the
November 20 Assembly elec-
tion from the Mumbadevi con-
stituency, Friday alleged that
Sawant referred to her as “im-
ported maal”.

Calling someone who is a pro-
fessional and political worker for

20 years ‘maal’ shows the men-
tality of  Shiv Sena (UBT), 
she said.

The Sena leader then lodged
a complaint against Sawant,
based on which a first infor-
mation report (FIR) was regis-
tered against him under sec-
tions 79 (insulting the modesty
of  a woman through words, ges-
tures,  sounds) and 356 (2)
(defamation) of  the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita.

National Commission for
Women chief  Vijaya Rahatkar
also sought police and the
Election Commission’s action in
the matter.

The elections to the 81-mem-
ber Jharkhand Assembly will
take  place  in  two phases

November 13 and 20, with count-
ing of  votes to take place
November 23.

As many as 1,211 candidates
are in the fray for the 81 Assembly
seats after completion of  nom-
ination withdrawal exercises
for both phases of  the election.

The JMM has fielded candi-
dates in 43 Assembly seats,
Congress in 30 seats, RJD from
six and CPI-ML in four seats.

JMM, Congress, RJD and CPI-
ML are jointly contesting the
Jharkhand polls under INDIA
bloc. Excluding three seats –
Chhatarpur, Bishrampur and
Dhanwar, seat-sharing arrange-
ments have been settled for all

the constituencies in the al-
liance. The JMM has decided

to go for a friendly contest with
CPI-ML in Dhanwar seat, JMM
general secretary Vinod Pandey
told reporters. RJD and Congress
have fielded their candidates
from Chhatar pur  and
Bishrampur seats.

“Discussions are still going
on to sort out the issue on both
the seats. We hope to see a result
in a day or two,” Pandey said.

Pandey said that RJD was
given six seats, while CPI-ML
three seats under the INDIA
bloc. Jharkhand Congress pres-
ident Keshav Mahto Kamlesh
said that they would contest the
polls jointly and form the gov-
ernment of  India bloc again.

New Delhi, Nov 2: India has
recorded a 17.7 per cent decline
in tuberculosis incidence from
237 per lakh population in 2015
to 195 in 2023, which is more
than double the global decline of
8.3 per cent, Health 

Ministry sources have said
citing a WHO report.

In its Global TB Report 2024
released October 29, WHO has
acknowledged the tremendous
progress India has made in
closing the gap of  missed tu-
berculosis cases since 2015, the
sources said.

The source said WHO has “ac-
knowledged a drop in India’s tu-
berculosis incidence from 237
per lakh population in 2015, to 195
per lakh population in 2023 ac-
counting for a 17.7 per cent de-

cline.”
“This is more than double the

pace of  decline as compared to
the global decline of  8.3 per cent,”
the source said. The Health
Ministry sources asserted that
the leap in coverage has been
due to the momentum India has
created around tuberculosis case
finding and reflects the efforts of
decentralisation of  healthcare
services through over 1.7 lakh
Ayushman Arogya Mandirs in
the country.

While WHO had downsized
its estimation of  tuberculosis
mortality in India last year, the
current report documents the
sustained reduction in deaths
due to the disease achieved by
India from 28 per lakh population
to 22 per lakh population, a 21.4
per cent decline, they said.

The government has been able

to strengthen and expand the
National  TB Elimination
Programme with sustained do-
mestic financing, official sources
said. The tuberculosis budget
saw a historic 5.3 times leap in
allocation from R 640 crores in
2015 to ̀ 3400 crores in 2022-23. The
WHO report noted that a ma-
jority of  the funding for the TB
programme comes from gov-

ernment resources.
Over the years, India has been

able to scale up state-of-the-art
molecular diagnostic tools, in-
troduce newer and more effica-
cious treatment regimens and
provide free screening, diagno-
sis and treatment to all tuber-
culosis patients. The govern-
ment is procuring over 800
artificial intelligence-enabled

portable chest x-ray machines to
complement India's extensive
TB laboratory network, the
largest in the world with 7,767
rapid molecular testing facili-
ties and 87 culture and drug sus-
ceptibility testing laboratories,
the sources said.

“This acknowledgement by
WHO signifies the paradigm
shift India has brought to tu-

berculosis care over the past
eight years. In October, the gov-
ernment announced the en-
hancement of  support under
Nikshay Poshan Yojana (NPY)
from ̀ 500 per month to each pa-
tient for the entire duration of  the
treatment to `1,000,” another
source said.

To date, ̀ 3,202 crore has been
disbursed to 1.13 crore benefi-
ciaries through Direct Benefit
Transfer under the scheme.
While enhancement of  NPY sup-
port will benefit all 25 lakh tu-
berculosis patients in a year, the
introduction of  Energy Dense
Nutritional Supplementation
(EDNS) would cover approxi-
mately 12 lakh under-nourished
TB patients.

EDNS would be provided to
all eligible patients for the first
two months of  their treatment.

India records 17.7 pc decline in TB incidence: WHO
In 2023, India is
estimated to have had

27 lakh TB cases, of which
25.1 lakh were diagnosed and
put on treatment. This has
buoyed India’s treatment
coverage to 89 per cent in
2023 from 72 per cent in
2015, thereby bridging the
gap of missing cases

WAQF LAND DISPUTES 

Withdraw all notices sent
to farmers: Siddaramaiah

Bangalore, Nov 2: Karnataka
Chief  Minister Siddaramaiah
directed officials Saturday to
immediately retract all notices
sent to farmers regarding Waqf
land. This decision followed a
high-level meeting with senior
officials from the Revenue
Department, Minority Welfare
Department, and the Karnataka
Board of  Waqfs.

A statement from the Chief
Minister’s Office (CMO) said,
“Chief  Minister Siddaramaiah
has strictly instructed officials
to withdraw all notices con-
cerning Waqf  land, ensuring
farmers face no disturbance.”

Siddaramaiah expressed dis-
satisfaction with recent actions
by certain officials and noted
that the JD(S) and BJP might be
using the Waqf  issue for polit-
ical gain, potentially disturb-
ing peace in the state.  He 
appealed to the public to ignore
a ny mi s i n fo r mat i o n  a n d  
emphasised handling the matter
sensitively.

All notices on land records
related to Waqf  properties must
be retracted immediately, and of-

ficials were warned not to harass
farmers regarding lands in their
possession. Siddaramaiah also
ordered that unauthorised
changes to land records (Pahani
or RTC) should be nullified if
done without proper notice or
legal procedure.

Law and Parliamentary
Affairs Minister H K Patil,
Revenue Minister Krishna Byre
Gowda, and senior government
officials attended the meeting.

Waqf  Minister B Z Zameer
Ahmed Khan, in Vijayapura, re-
assured the public that all notices
issued under the Waqf  Act would
be withdrawn, as he had previ-
ously informed people Friday.

Earlier, Karnataka Home
Minister G Parameshwara stated

that  a l l  district  de puty  
commissioners have been in-
structed not to serve any notices
to farmers under the Waqf  Act.
He stated that revenue records
would be treated as final and
administrative actions would
align accordingly.

“The Chief  Minister has di-
rected all deputy commissioners
to withdraw any such notices
or letters. The matter is now 
resolved,  though future  
developments remain uncer-
tain,” Parameshwara informed
reporters.

BJP MP Tejasvi Surya alleged

that issues related to Waqf  began
after the initiation of  Waqf
Adalats.  According to him, the
Waqf  Adalat lacks legal validity.

The Bengaluru South MP fur-
ther alleged that the Waqf  Adalat
is an “unconstitutional inven-
tion” of  Congress and Chief
Minister Siddaramaiah.

Surya claimed that with an
upcoming Central law under
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
aimed at curbing the Waqf
Board’s power to encroach on
properties, the Kar nataka 
government quickly moved to
allocate land to Waqf. He alleged
that the government's intent 
behind holding Waqf  Adalats
was to gift thousands of  acres of
land to Muslims.

Owaisi draws parallel between 
Tirupati and Waqf boards
Hyderabad: Taking a dig at Prime Minister Narendra Modi, AIMIM president
Asaduddin Owaisi Saturday alleged that the new chairman of Tirumala Tirupati
Devasthanams (TTD) favoured Hindu-only staff policy in Tirumala, whereas the
NDA government at the Centre wants to induct non-Muslims in Waqf boards. On
Andhra Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu’s comments in favour of parents
having more children, Owaisi claimed that he would have been blamed for “doing
population jihad” had he said the same thing. He also said south India would 
suffer if delimitation of constituencies is carried out on the basis of population.

New Delhi, Nov 2: India
Saturday slammed Canada for
naming it in the list of  countries
considered cyberthreat “adver-
saries, describing the “categori-
sation” as “another example” of
the Canadian strategy to “at-
tack”the country.

The National Cyber Threat
Assessment 2025-2026 report is-
sued by the Canadian Centre for
Cyber Security, Canada’s tech-
nical authority on
cyber security, alleged
that Indian state-spon-
sored actors “likely
conduct cyber threat
activity against government of
Canada networks for  the 
purpose of  espionage”.

Their senior officials have
“openly confessed” that they are
seeking to “manipulate global
opinion against India”, and as
on other occasions, imputations
are made “without any evidence”
Ministry of  External Affairs
spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal
told reporters in response to
queries on the issue.

The October 30 report includes
a category ‘Cyber threat from
state adversaries’ with China
placed as the “most comprehen-
sive cyber security threat”. India
is named fifth after China, Russia,
Iran and North Korea. It is the first
time India has been included in
the list.  “Another category,

Canada has put India into. This
categorisation is as per the cyber
report that they have issued. 
It appears to be another example
of  a Canadian strategy to attack
India,” Jaiswal said.

“As I mentioned earlier, their
senior officials have openly 
confessed that they are seeking
to manipulate global opinion
against India, as on other occa-
sions, imputations are made with-
out any evidence,” he said.

While rejecting India being
bracketed in that cat-
e gory,  the  MEA
spokesperson said,
“You first state ab-
surd and baseless

things and then level such an
accusation against us. This is
absolutely not right”.  The 
report, whose last edition was
issued two years ago, comes amid
an escalating diplomatic row be-
tween the two countries.  

The relations between the two
countries came under severe
strain following Prime Minister
Justin Trudeau’s allegations in
Se ptember last  year of  a  
“potential” involvement of  Indian
agents in Khalistan extremist
Hardeep Singh Nijjar’s killing.
New Delhi rejected Trudeau's
charges as “absurd”.  India has
been maintaining that the main
issue between the two countries
is that of  Canada giving space to
pro-Khalistan elements operating
from Canadian soil with impunity.

According to Tirupati district
superintendent of  police L
Subbarayudu, Nagaraju (24),
who is the victim’s maternal
uncle, lured the girl to a secluded
place in AM Puram village by of-
fering her snacks Friday evening
and committed the crime.
“Nagaraju lives near the girl’s
house and used to play with her
everyday. Yesterday (Friday)
evening he took her to a shop
and bought some snacks. Later,
he took her away from her house
and sexually assaulted and killed
her,” he told PTI.

Mumbai, Nov 2: The Mumbai
police have sent a proposal for ex-
tradition of  jailed gangster
Lawrence Bishnoi’s younger
brother Anmol Bishnoi, who
has been named as an accused
in some high-profile crimes, in-
cluding the Baba Siddique 
murder case, an official said.

The proposal was sent after the
US authorities informed the
Mumbai police about Anmol
Bishnoi's presence in their coun-
try, the senior police official said
Saturday. Last month, the
Mumbai police’s crime branch
moved the special Maharashtra
Control of  Organised Crime Act
(MCOCA) court here stating that
it  intends to “initiate the 
extradition procedure of  fugi-
tive criminal Anmol Bishnoi”. It
filed an affidavit “for further
necessary action”, which was
allowed by the special court.

The Mumbai police have sent
the proposal for Anmol Bishnoi’s
extradition to the Ministry of
Home Affairs (MHA), which will
then be forwarded to the Ministry
of  External Affairs (MEA), the
police official said.  

Both Lawrence and Anmol
Bishnoi have been named as
wanted accused in the April 14
firing incident outside the
Bollywood actor Salman Khan’s
Galaxy Apartment in Mumbai’s
Bandra area.

Vick y Gupta  and Sa g ar  
Pal had carried out the firing. 

They, along with Sonukumar
Bishnoi, Mohammed Rafiq
Choudhary and Harpal Singh,
were arrested and are currently
in judicial custody.

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New Delhi, Nov 2: The Centre
has informed the Supreme Court
that more than 97.5 per cent
schools in the country, including
government, government-aided
and private ones, have provided
separate toilets facilities for girl
students.

It has filed an affidavit in a
pending PIL moved by Congress
leader and social activist Jaya
Thakur seeking directions to the
Centre and states to provide free
sanitary pads to girl students of
Classes XI to XII and ensure sep-
arate female toilet facilities in all
government, government-aided
and residential schools. The Centre
has told the top court that states
and Union territories, such as
Delhi, Goa and Puducherry, have
achieved 100 per cent targets and
complied with the earlier orders
of  the court.

It has also informed the court
that 16 lakh toilets for boys and 17.5
lakh toilets for girls have been
constructed in more than 10 lakh
government schools and 2.5 lakh
toilets for boys and 2.9 lakh toilets

for girls have been made avail-
able in government-aided schools.

The Centre has pointed out that
in West Bengal, separate toilet
facilities have been provided for
girl students in 99.9 per cent
schools and in Uttar Pradesh, 98.8
per cent schools have separate
facilities for girls.

The figure is 99.7 per cent in
Tamil Nadu, 99.6 per cent in
Kerala, 99.5 per cent in Sikkim,
Gujarat, Punjab, 99.6 per cent in
Chhattisgarh, 98.7 per cent in
Karnataka, 98.6 per cent in
Madhya Pradesh, 97.8 per cent in
Maharashtra, 98 per cent in

Rajasthan, 98.5 per cent in Bihar
and 96.1 per cent in Odisha, it has
informed the court. The north-
eastern states lag behind the na-
tional average of  98 per cent, the
Centre has said, adding that even
Jammu and Kashmir has pro-
vided separate toilet facilities for
girls in 89.2 per cent schools.

The Centre July 8 tinformed
the top court that a national pol-
icy on the distribution of  men-
strual hygiene products to ado-
lescent schoolgoing girls is at an
advanced stage of  formulation.
The public interest litigation (PIL)
plea moved by Thakur has high-

lighted the difficulties faced 
by adolescent girls from poor
backgrounds in schools.

The Centre had earlier said it
was in the process of  collating
all necessary material to form a
national policy on the distribution
of  menstrual hygiene products
to schoolgoing girls in terms of  the
court’s orders dated April 10, 2023
and November 6, 2023.

The top court had directed the
Centre to lay down a national
model  for  building toi lets  
commensurate with the number
of  girl students in all govern-
ment-aided and residential schools
across the country.

New Delhi, Nov 2: Meta-owned
WhatsApp banned more than
85 lakh “bad” accounts in India
in the month of  September for
violating its policies. 

Between Se ptember  1 -
September 30, the company
banned 8,584,000 accounts and
1,658,000 of  these accounts were
proactively banned, before 
any reports from users, ac-
cording to the social media
platform’s monthly compli-
ance report under the new IT
Rules 2021.

The popular mobile mes-
saging platform, which has
more than 600 million users in
India, received 8,161 grievances
from the country, and the
records “actioned” were 97. 

WhatsApp also received two
orders from the Grievance
Appellate Committee in the
country and complied with
both, according to its monthly
compliance report.

“We wil l  continue with 
transparency to our work and
include information about 
our efforts in future reports,”
said the company.

Srinagar, Nov 2: The ruling
National  Conference  
(NC) Saturday sought an inquiry
into the spike in terrorist at-
tacks in the Valley since Chief
Minister Omar Abdullah was
sworn in, saying some elements
were trying to destabilise an
elected government.

“Violence is taking place.
There should be an investiga-
tion into it. Those involved should
be arrested alive. We will get to
know who is doing it because
there are attempts to defame
us,” NC president Farooq
Abdullah said at a function here.

He questioned why such at-
tacks are on the rise after the NC
for med the gover nment in
Jammu and Kashmir. The NC
chief  also said he apprehended
that some elements were trying
to destabilise the J&K govern-
ment led by his son Omar

Abdullah.  “There should be an
investigation as to know how
these are taking place after gov-
ernment formation. I have
doubts that perhaps it is being
done by those who want to desta-
bilise this government. Why
were not these taking place 
before? Why are they happening
now? There should be an inde-
pendent inquiry,” he added.

He said the peaceful assem-
bly election was a big achieve-
ment for the people of  Kashmir,
a n d  i t  u n i t e d  t h e  e n t i re  
community.  “We need to re-
main united, keeping our egos
aside. Enemies are trying to at-
tack us from all sides but we
have to fight them,” he said.

Asked if  he believed Pakistan
was responsible for the attacks,
Farooq Abdullah reiterated that
an investigation should be 
conducted into the rise in such
incidents after the recently-con-
cluded Assembly elections.
“Rather than killing them 
(perpetrators), they should be
caught and asked who is behind
them. We should check if  any
agency is trying to destabilise
Omar Abdullah (government),”
the NC chief  added.

His remarks come amid a spate
in terror incidents in the Valley
since the formation of  the NC
government in the UT.  In a huge
achievement for the security
forces, a top Pakistani commander

of  the banned Lashkar-e-Taiba
(LeT) outfit and two other ter-
rorists were killed in two separate
encounters in Jammu and
Kashmir’s  Srinag ar and
Anantnag districts Saturday, of-
ficials said. The LeT commander,
identified as Usman, was active
in the Valley for several years
and was also involved in the
killing of  Inspector Masroor
Wani, a senior police officer said.

Meanwhile,  NC’s 
alliance partner Congress also
raised suspicion over the 
timing of  the attacks in the valley. 

“It is a matter of  grave concern
and the timing of  it is actually
very suspicious because we had
very peaceful elections. Before
the elections, we had a very
peaceful time, and immediately
after the elections, all this has
started,” J&K Congress chief
Tariq Hameed Karra told PTI
Videos here.   Karra called for a
holistic and inclusive approach
to handle the matters of  security. 

“When LG Manoj Sinha took
the security review, I said that
time also that it has to be a 
holistic, inclusive approach like
the state government and LG’s
office should work in tandem,”
he said.   “On the contrary, things
are going crossroads. I don't find
a kind of  a congenial environ-
ment  between the  two.  
It is not in the interest of  people
and the national interest,” the
Congress leader said.

“Instead of  going for one-
upmanship, national interest
has to be kept paramount as
we have very hostile neigh-
bours,” Karra added.

Bhopal, Nov 2: Two officials as-
sociated with a hospital in Madhya
Pradesh’s Dindori district were
suspended after a pregnant
woman was forced to clean the
blood-stained bed on which her
husband succumbed to injuries,
an official said Saturday. 

The man had sustained severe
wounds during a brutal attack
on his family. The action (sus-
pension of  two officials) by
Dindori district administration
came hours after a video showing

the woman cleaning a bed sur-
f aced on social  media,  
creating outrage.

Medical  o f f icer  Dr.
Chandrashekhar Singh, who was
also in-charge of  the pri-
mary health care in
Gadasarai (from where
the episode of  woman
cleaning bed was re-
ported), has been trans-
ferred. The deceased was
one of  the three members
of  a family who were brutally at-
tacked by a group of  around 25
people following a long-standing

land dispute in Lalpur Sani
village Thursday evening.
The injured individuals

were spotted in a field and were
rushed to the hospital from there.
Dharam Singh Marawi (65), and

his sons Raghuraj Marawi 
(40), and Shivraj Marawi (40) were
reportedly attacked by their 
relatives.

T he woman identi f ied  
as Roshni, who was forced to
clean the hospital bed, is the
widow of  Shivraj Marawi, who
died shortly after being taken to
the Gadasarai primary health
care centre for treatment.

As  per  the  infor mation,  
Roshni, who is five-months 
pregnant, was made to clean the
blood-drenched bed immediately
after her husband’s death.

New Delhi, Nov 2: The Union
government has initiated an
inquiry into the death of  10
elephants in the Bandhavgarh
Tiger Reserve in Madhya
Pradesh this week.

Four wild elephants were
found dead in Sankhani and
Bakeli under the Khitoli range
of  the Bandhavgarh Tiger
Reserve October 29, with four
more dying October 30 and two
the next day. Preliminary re-
ports from Madhya Pradesh of-
ficials suggest that the elephants
may have died due to poisoning.

The Union Environment
Ministry said in a statement
that the Wildlife Crime Control
Bureau (WCCB) has set up a
t e a m  t o  i nve s t i g a t e  t h e  
elephant deaths.

The Madhya Pradesh gov-
ernment has also formed a five-
member committee, led by the
Additional Principal Chief
Conservator of  Forests (Wildlife),
to look into the incident.

The head of  the State Tiger
Strike Force (STSF) is also in-
vestigating the matter. The STSF

has been searching the forests
and nearby villages and is con-
ducting an in-depth inquiry
into the incident, the statement
said.  The Principal  Chief
Conservator of  Forests and
Chief  Wildli fe  Warden of
Madhya Pradesh is currently
in Bandhavgarh to oversee the
investigation and ensure that ap-
propriate actions are taken.

The additional director gen-
eral of  forests (Project Tiger and
Elephant), member secretary of
the National Tiger Conservation
Authority, and AIG NTCA,
Nagpur, visited the sites to discuss
with state officials the issues and
causes of  the elephant deaths.

New Delhi, Nov 2: In the wake
of  the US imposing sanctions
on several individuals and en-
tities, including from India,
for allegedly supporting
Russia’s military-industrial
base, the MEA Saturday said
New Delhi is in touch with
Washington to clarify issues.

Spokesperson of  the Ministry
of  External Affairs, Randhir
Jaiswal, in response to a query
during his weekly briefing, also
said, its understanding is that
the sanctioned transactions
and companies are “not in 
violation of  Indian laws”.

“India has a robust legal
and regulatory framework on
strategic trade and non-pro-
liferation controls. We are also
a member of  three key multi-
lateral non-proliferation ex-
port control regimes -- the
Wassenaar Arrangement, the
Australia Group and the
Missile Technology and Control
Regime, and have been effec-
tively implementing relevant
UNSC sanctions and UNSC
Resolution 1540 on non-prolif-
eration,” he added.

However, in keeping with
India’s established non-pro-
liferation credentials, “we are
working with all relevant de-

partments and agencies” to
sensitise Indian companies on
applicable export control pro-
visions and also inform them
on new measures  being 
implemented that could im-
pact Indian companies in 
certain circumstances, he said.

The MEA spokesperson also
said that regular strategic
trade, export control outreach
events for Indian industry and
stakeholders are being carried
out by agencies of  the gov-
ernment of  India.

The US has imposed sanc-
tions on 275 individuals and
entities, including 15 from
India, for allegedly support-
ing Russia’s military-indus-
trial base.  The US Department
of  Treasury said in a state-
ment Thursday that compa-
nies from China, Switzerland,
Thailand, and Turkiye have
also been slapped with sanc-
tions for supplying Russia with
advanced technology and
equipment that it desperately
needs to support its war ma-
chine.  In addition to disrupt-
ing global evasion networks,
this  action also  targets  
domestic Russian importers
and producers of  key inputs
and other material for Russia’s
military-industrial base, the
statement said.

Gunman turns
Halloween tragic
Orlando: A gunman who
opened fire during a
Halloween street celebration
that drew thousands of
costumed revellers to
downtown Orlando killed two
people and wounded six
others early Friday, authorities
said. Officers quickly arrested
a 17-year-old male suspect,
the city’s police Chief Eric
Smith said during a briefing.
Authorities have not yet
determined a motive. The
shooter fired in the city’s
downtown bar and restaurant
district around 1 am. Officers
responded as costumed
celebrants fled on foot, and
the same gunman then fired
again about a block away,
Smith said. The six wounded,
who range in age from 19 to
39, were taken to a hospital
and were in stable condition,
Smith said.

29 Nigerian kids
face death trial
Abuja: Twenty-nine children
could be facing the death
penalty in Nigeria after they
were arraigned Friday for
participating in a protest
against the country’s record
cost-of-living crisis. Four of
them collapsed in court due
to exhaustion before they
could enter a plea. A total of
76 protesters were charged
with 10 felony counts,
including treason,
destruction of property,
public disturbance and
mutiny, according to the
charge sheet seen by The
Associated Press. According
to the charge sheet, the
minors ranged in age from 14
to 17 years old. Frustration
over the cost-of-living crisis
has led to several mass
protests in recent months. In
August, at least 20 people
were shot dead and hundreds
more were arrested at a
protest demanding better
opportunities and jobs for
young people. The death
sentence was introduced in
the 1970s in Nigeria, but
there have been no
executions in the country
since 2016.

Pak offers free
visas for Sikhs 
Islamabad: Pakistan’s Interior
Minister Mohsin Naqvi has
said that Sikh pilgrims from
the US, UK and Canada will
receive free online visas
within 30 minutes upon arrival
in the country to pay respect
to their religious sites. Naqvi’s
remarks came as he met with
a 44-member foreign
delegation of Sikh pilgrims in
Lahore Thursday. The minister
warmly welcomed the Sikh
pilgrims to Pakistan. He
acknowledged that the Sikh
pilgrims faced difficulties
while visiting Pakistan in the
past, according to a statement
by the Ministry of Interior.

London, Nov 2: The UK’s
National Health Service (NHS)
Saturday claimed that thousands
of  patients could receive the all-
clear for suspected throat cancer
faster as a result of  a new iPhone
device and app piloted at some
of  its hospitals.

The innovative adapter pro-
viding a 32 mm lens and accom-
panying app can turn an iPhone
into a portable diagnostic gadget
to be used by nurses to detect or
rule out throat cancer. 

The device captures live en-
doscopy examinations of  the

throat in high definition (HD),
which can then be instantly
shared with specialist head and
neck consultants via a secure
data cloud. A consultant then
reviews the video footage and
can rapidly detect any traces of
cancer reporting this back di-
rectly to the patient.

“Detecting cancer early is key
to providing treatment as soon
as possible to help give patients
the best chance of  survival. For

those needing tests to investi-
gate suspected cancer, it can be
an extremely worrying time.

“And being able to rule out
the disease sooner can make a
huge difference for people and
their families,” said Dr Cally
Palmer, NHS England National
Cancer Director.

“Through pioneering new in-
novations like this iPhone de-
vice, which could be used in any
setting, we hope we’ll be able to

detect many more cancers sooner
and in ways that are more con-
venient and less invasive for pa-
tients,” she said.

An initial trial on triaged low-
risk patients at North Midlands
University Hospitals NHS Trust
in England found that no cancers
were missed using this device
with patients receiving their re-
sults within 23 hours of  the test
taking place. 

With the technology being
rolled out across the West
Midlands initially, NHS England
says this “pioneering” gadget
could be used in any NHS setting,
helping to free up time and re-
sources in hospitals for cancer
patients and reduce waiting
times for treatment.

16th UN nature 
conference ends
sans finance pact

New Delhi, Nov 2: The 16th UN
biodiversity conference con-
cluded in Colombia’s Cali
Saturday, running 12 hours past
its scheduled end and without
an agreement on increasing bio-
diversity-protection funding.

The conference, the largest
of  its kind to date, did yield an
important agreement to estab-
lish a subsidiary body that will
include indigenous peoples in
future discussions and deci-
sions on biodiversity conser-
vation.

The participating countries
also agreed to establish a new
global fund dedicated to sharing
the benefits of  digitally-se-
quenced genetic data taken from
plants and animals with the
communities they come from.

COP16 aimed at assessing the
progress on the agreement
reached in 2022 in Canada to
halt biodiversity loss, with more
funding for biodiversity pro-
tection being a central issue.

Observers noted a clear 
divide between the Global North
a n d  G l o b a l  S o u t h  d u r i n g  
the talks. 

Wealthier nations were hes-
itant to increase funding, while
developing countries argued
that they cannot enhance their
efforts without additional fi-
nancial support.

The Kunming-Montreal
Global Biodiversity Framework
(KM-GBF), adopted at COP15
in Canada in 2022, set 23 tar-
gets to be achieved by 2030, in-
cluding placing 30 per cent of
land and sea areas under pro-
tection and restoring 30 per cent
of  degraded ecosystems.

The conference also saw sev-
eral mega-diverse countries, in-
c l u d i n g  I n d i a ,  Pe r u  a n d
Thailand, submitting their ac-
tion plans to protect biodiversity.
However, 150 countries, in-
cluding Brazil, are yet to publish
their biodiversity plans.

Dubai, Nov 2: Iran’s supreme
leader Saturday threatened Israel
and the US with “a crushing re-
sponse” over attacks on Iran
and its allies.

Ayatollah Ali Khamenei
spoke as Iranian officials are in-
creasingly threatening to
launch yet another strike
against Israel after its October
2 6  a t t a c k  o n  t h e  I s l a m i c
Republic that targeted military
bases and other locations and
killed at least five people. 

“The enemies, whether the
Zionist regime or the United
States of  America, will defi-
nitely receive a crushing re-
sponse to what they are doing to
Iran and the Iranian nation and
t o  t h e  res i s t a n ce  fro n t ,”
Khamenei said in video released
by Iranian state media. 

The supreme leader did not
elaborate on the timing of  the
threatened attack, nor the scope.
The US military operates on
bases throughout the Middle
East, with some troops now man-
ning a Terminal High Altitude
Area Defence, or THAAD, battery
in Israel. 

The 85-year-old Khamenei had
struck a more cautious approach
in earlier remarks, saying offi-
cials would weigh Iran’s re-
sponse and that Israel’s attack
“should not be exaggerated nor
downplayed.” Iran has launched
two major direct attacks on
Israel, in April and October.

But efforts by Iran to down-
play the Israeli attack faltered
as satellite photos analysed by
The Associated Press showed
damage to military bases near
Tehran linked to the country’s
ballistic missile programme,
as well as at a Revolutionary

Guard base used in satellite
launches. 

Iran’s allies, called the “Axis
of  Resistance” by Tehran, also
have been severely hurt by on-
going Israeli attacks, particu-
larly Lebanon’s Hezbollah and
Hamas in the Gaza Strip. Iran
long has used those groups as
both an asymmetrical way to
attack Israel and as a shield
against a direct assault. Some an-
alysts believe those groups want
Iran to do more to back them
militarily. 

Iran, however, has been deal-
ing with its own problems at
home, as its economy struggles
under the weight of  interna-
tional sanctions and it has faced
years of  widespread, multiple
protests. After Khamenei’s

speech, the Iranian rial fell to
691,500 against the dollar, near
an all-time low. It had been 32,000
rials to the dollar when Tehran
reached its 2015 nuclear deal
with world powers.

General Mohammad Ali
Naini, a spokesman for Iran’s
paramilitary Revolutionary
Guard which controls the bal-
listic missiles needed to target
Israel, gave an interview pub-
lished by the semiofficial Fars
news a g e ncy  j ust  b e fore
Khamenei’s remarks were re-
leased.

US bolsters ME presence
WASHINGTON: Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin is sending additional
bomber aircraft and Navy warships to the Middle East to bolster the US
presence in the region as an aircraft carrier and its warships are
preparing to leave, US officials said Friday.

Stratofortress bomber aircraft, tanker aircraft and Navy destroyers to
deploy to the Middle East, according to four US and defense officials
who spoke on condition of anonymity to discuss troop movements. The
moves come at a critical time as Israel’s wars with Hamas in Gaza and
Hezbollah in Lebanon rage, even as officials press for a cease-fire. The
US has repeatedly said it will defend Israel and continue to protect
American and allied presence in the region, including from Yemen-based
Houthi attacks against ships in the Red Sea. The long-range nuclear-
capable B-52 bomber has been repeatedly deployed to the Middle East in
pointed warnings to Iran and it is the second time this month that
strategic US bombers will be used to bolster its defenses in the region.
Earlier this month, B-2 stealth bombers were used to strike underground
Houthi targets in Yemen. Officials did not provide specific number of
aircraft and ships that will move into the region. There have been as
many as 43,000 US forces in the region recently.

London, Nov 2: Kemi Badenoch
won a race Saturday to become
the new leader of  Britain’s
Conservative Party, vowing to re-
turn the once dominant party to
its founding principles to win
back voters who handed the
Conservatives their worst elec-
tion defeat in July.

Badenoch, 44, replaces for-
mer Prime Minister Rishi Sunak
and has pledged to lead the party
through a period of  renewal,
saying it had veered towards
the political centre by “govern-
ing from the left” and must re-
turn to its traditional ideas.

The first Black woman leader
of  a major political party in
Britain, Badenoch will bring a
right-wing tone to the role, likely
to back policies to shrink the
state and challenge what she
says is institutional left-wing

thinking.
“The time has come to tell

the truth,” she told an audience
at the final count of  a months-
long leadership contest, prom-
ising to answer the main ques-
tions over how the Conservatives
lost the July election so badly. “It
is time to get down to business,
it is time to renew.”

Bad e noch b e come s  the
Conservatives’ fifth leader since
mid-2016 after 53,806 party mem-
bers voted in favour of  her over
a former immigration minis-
ter, Robert Jenrick, in the final

stage in a long contest that saw
a field of  six whittled down to
two. Jenrick won 41,388 votes.

With forthright views on
everything from what she calls
identity politics to the value of
officials, Badenoch attracts both
strong admirers and detractors.
She is certain to shake up the
Conservatives, who saw their
contingent of  lawmakers in the
650-seat parliament fall in July
to 121 from 365 seats in 2019.

With the Labour government
off  to a bumpy start following the
party's landslide election, some
Conservatives are increasingly
optimistic that they could win
back power at the next election,
which has to be held in 2029.

New Delhi, Nov 2: India re-
mains the world’s fastest-grow-
ing economy with investment 
and private consumption driv-
ing growth, according to the 
IMF’s latest Regional Economic 
Outlook for Asia-Pacifi c. 

The IMF, in its World Eco-
nomic Outlook report released 
October 2, had retained India’s 
gross domestic product (GDP) 
growth forecasts at a robust 
7 per cent and 6.5 per cent for 
FY25 and FY26, respectively.

While growth in Asia is ex-
pected to slow down in 2024 
and 2025 — refl ecting fading 
support from the pandemic re-
covery and factors like ageing 
— short-term prospects were 
more favourable than expected 
in April, the regional economic 
outlook report said.

IMF said that the growth for 
the Asia Pacifi c region in 2024 
has been revised up marginal-
ly by 0.1 percentage point to 4.6 
per cent, primarily refl ecting 
the robust performance early 
in the year. With this, the Asia 
and Pacifi c region are expect-
ed to contribute roughly 60 per 
cent to global growth this year.

However, “the outlook is 
subject to sizable economic and 
geopolitical uncertainties,” the 

report states.
A blog post released by IMF 

along with the regional outlook 
report stated that while manu-
facturing has been the driver 
of growth in Asia, a transition 
to modern, tradable services 
could be a new source of growth 
and productivity.

It said that the growth of ser-
vices has already drawn about 
half of the region’s workers 
into the sector, up from just 22 
per cent in 1990, as hundreds of 
millions moved from farms and 
factories.

 “This shift is likely to accel-
erate with further expansion of 
international trade in modern 
services such as fi nance, infor-
mation, and communication 
technology, as well as business 

outsourcing, for example, as 
already done in India and the 
Philippines,” the blog post said.

In 2025, more accommodative 
monetary conditions are expect-
ed to support activity, resulting 
in a slight upward growth re-
vision to 4.4 per cent from 4.3 
per cent in April. Infl ation has 
retreated in much of the region. 
At the same time, risks have 
increased, refl ecting rising geo-
political tensions, uncertainty 
about the strength of global de-
mand, and potential for fi nancial 
volatility. Demographic change 
will act increasingly as a brake 
on activity, though structural 
shifts into high-productivity 
sectors such as tradable services 
hold promise to sustain robust 
growth, the report added.

Omaha, Nov 2: Warren Buf-
fett is now sitting on more 
than USD 325 billion cash 
after continuing to unload 
billions of dollars worth of 
Apple and Bank of America 
shares this year and continu-
ing to collect a steady stream 
of profits from all of Berkshire 
Hathaway’s assorted busi-
nesses without finding any 
major acquisitions.

Berkshire said it sold off 
more Apple shares in the third 
quarter after halving its mas-
sive investment in the iPhone 
maker last quarter. The stake 
valued at USD 69.9 billion at 
the end of September remains 
Berkshire’s biggest single in-
vestment, but it has been cut 
drastically since the end of last 
year when it was worth USD 
174.3 billion.

Berkshire said Saturday 
that investment gains again 
drove its third quarter prof-
its skyward to USD 26.25 bil-

lion, or USD 18,272 per Class 
A share. A year ago, unreal-
ised paper investment loss-
es dragged the Omaha, Ne-
braska-based conglomerate’s 
earnings down to a loss of USD 
12.77 billion, or USD 8,824 per 
Class A share.

Buffett has long recommend-
ed that investors pay more 
attention to Berkshire’s op-
erating earnings if they want 
to get a good sense of how the 
businesses it owns are doing 
because those numbers exclude 
investments. Berkshire’s bot-
tom-line profi t fi gures can vary 
widely from quarter to quarter 
along with the value of its in-
vestments regardless of wheth-
er the company bought or sold 
anything.

By that measure, Berkshire 
said its operating earnings 
were only down about 6% 
at USD 10.09 billion, or USD 

7,023.01 per Class A share. That 
compares to last year's USD 10.8 
billion, or USD 7,437.15 per 
Class A share.

The four analysts surveyed 
by FactSet Research predicted 
that Berkshire would report op-
erating earnings of USD 7,335.11 
per Class A share.

Berkshire’s revenue didn’t 
change much at USD 92.995 
billion. A year ago, it reported 
USD 93.21 billion revenue. That 
number was ahead of the USD 
92.231 billion revenue that three 
analysts surveyed by FactSet 
predicted.

Berkshire owns an assort-
ment of insurance businesses, 
including Geico, along with 
BNSF railroad, several major 
utilities and a varied collec-
tion of retail and manufac-
turing businesses, including 
brands like Dairy Queen and 
See’s Candy.

Mumbai, Nov 2: Foreign 
institutional investors (FI-
Is) sold a whopping `113,858 
crore worth of equity in the 
Indian stock market in the 
month of October, contrib-
uting hugely to the about 8 
per cent decline in bench-
mark indices from the peak. 

Despite the massive FII sell-
ing in fi nancials, the market is 
resilient since the valuations 
are fair and every selling is 
being absorbed by domestic 
institutional investors (DIIs) 
and individual investors, par-
ticularly high-net-worth indi-
viduals (HNIs).

According to market watch-
ers, the FII selling through the 
exchanges in October is the 
single-highest absolute selling 
ever in a month by them.

However, FIIs were buyers 
in the primary market with an 

investment of `19,842 crores in 
October.

Market experts said that the 
rally in Chinese stocks appears 
to have tapered off as refl ect-
ed in the declining trend in 
Shanghai and Hang Seng in-
dices in recent days. Global 
markets will respond to the US 
presidential elections for a few 
days, after which fundamen-
tals like US GDP growth, in-
fl ation and rate cut by the Fed 
will infl uence market moves, 
said experts.

Meanwhile, in a new monthly 
record, DIIs infused more than 
`1 lakh crore in Indian equities 
in October, keeping the stock 
market healthy compared to 
its global peers. So far, the DII 
investments have been more 
than `4.41 lakh crore, with two 
more months to go, driven by 
growing retail participation 
through mutual funds.

Kanpur, Nov 2: Defence Min-
ister Rajnath Singh Saturday 
said that India’s Aatmanirbhar 
drive was “yielding the desired 
results” and the country was 
poised to reach `50,000 crore 
in defence exports by 2029-30. 

Addressing the 65th Foun-
dation Day celebrations at 
the Indian Institute of Tech-
nology (IIT), Kanpur, the De-
fence Minister called upon 
Indian youth to indigenously 
develop high-end technolo-
gies, which the country im-
ports, to realise Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi's vision 
of 'Viksit Bharat'.

He stressed on the need to 
get a hold on high-end tech-
nology, urging the young ig-
nited minds to realise their 
potential and contribute to the 
country's progress. He termed 
institutions like IIT Kanpur as 
academic engines, which can 
provide dynamism to India in 

the present competitive envi-
ronment.

Singh said that the gov-
ernment's efforts to achieve 
self-reliance are turning 
out to be highly successful 
as defence exports, which 
were around just `600 crore 
10 years ago, crossed a re-
cord number of `21,000 crore 
in financial year 2023-24. He 
exuded confidence that the 
progress will continue and 
defence exports will reach 
`50,000 crore by 2029-30.

Highlighting the increas-
ing role of technology in the 
defence ecosystem across the 
globe amidst ongoing confl icts, 
the Defence Minister said that 
the use of drones, laser warfare, 
cyber warfare, precision guided 
missiles and hypersonic mis-
siles has transformed warfare 
into a technology-oriented one.

“The biggest hurdle in 
achieving 'Aatmanirbharta' 
in defence is that we are com-
pelled to import some high-end 

technologies necessary for our 
items. There is a need to focus 
on the defence application of 
modern cutting-edge technol-
ogies in view of the changing 

nature of warfare,” he added.
Singh assured the govern-

ment's full support in this 
endeavour and reiterated the 
commitment to take all stake-

holders, including the private 
sector and academia, together 
to make India self-reliant in 
defence.

“India has dreamed of becom-

ing a developed nation by 2047 
on the strength of our youth. 
We must put in all our power 
to realise that dream. There is a 
proverb, 'If you want to go fast, 
go alone. If you want to go far, 
go together'. We need to walk 
together to achieve our target,” 
he said.

Enumerating the steps taken 
by the government to promote 
self-reliance and innovation in 
defence, Rajnath Singh spoke 
about the Innovations for De-
fence Excellence (iDEX) ini-
tiative which provides a grant 
of `1.5 crore to innovators and 
start-ups.

He added that Acing Devel-
opment of Innovative Technolo-
gies with iDEX (ADITI) scheme 
was launched to promote inno-
vations in critical and strategic 
defence technologies, wherein 
start-ups are eligible to receive 
grant-in-aid of up to `25 crore 
for their research, develop-
ment, and innovation endeav-
ours in defence technology.

New Delhi, Nov 2: India has 
since 2010 made noteworthy 
progress on fossil fuel subsidy 
reform through a calibrated 
'remove', 'target', and 'shift' ap-
proach, the Asian Development 
Bank (ADB) said in a new re-
port.

“By carefully balancing the 
combined effect of three key 
policy levers - retail prices, tax 
rates, and subsidies on select-
ed petroleum products - the 
country was able to reduce its 
fi scal subsidy in the oil and gas 
sector by 85 per cent, from an 
unsustainable peak of USD 25 
billion in 2013 to USD 3.5 billion 
in 2023,” it said.

In its 'Asia-Pacifi c Climate 
Report', ADB said India gradu-
ally phased out the subsidy on 
petrol and diesel (from 2010 to 
2014) and carried out incremen-
tal tax increases (from 2010 to 
2017), which created fi scal space 
to increase government support 
for renewable energy, electric 
vehicles, and strengthening of 
electricity infrastructure.

“The additional tax revenues 
from increases in excise duty 
on petrol and diesel from 2014 
to 2017, a period of low inter-
national crude oil prices, were 
also redirected to improve ac-
cess and target subsidies for 
expanding the use of liquefi ed 
petroleum gas (LPG) among the 
rural poor,” it said.

Subsidies for LPG have 
since grown and “may now 
require efforts to improve 
targeting and to incubate 
non-fossil-fuel cooking alter-
natives,” it said.

From 2010 to 2017, Govern-
ment of India introduced a cess 
(tax) on coal production and 
imports. Around 30 per cent of 
the cess collections were chan-
nelled to a national clean ener-
gy and environment fund that 
supported clean energy projects 
and research.

ADB said the cess signifi cant-
ly contributed to strengthening 

the budget of Ministry of New 
and Renewable Energy during 
2010–2017 and provided the 
initial funds for the country's 
Green Energy Corridor scheme 
and its National Solar Mission, 
which helped bring down the 
cost of utility-scale solar energy 
and fund many off-grid renew-
able energy solutions.

“However, with the intro-
duction of Goods and Services 
Tax (GST) in India after 2017, 
the cess on coal production and 
imports was subsumed within 
the country's GST compensa-
tion cess, the fl ows of which 

were redirected to compensate 
states for revenue losses associ-
ated with the new tax regime,” 
it said.

As a result of India’s subsidy 
reforms and taxation measures, 
the country’s fossil fuel subsi-
dies plummeted from 2014 to 
2018.

“Its renewable energy sub-
sidies also reached a peak in 
2017 but are now once again 
growing, with major support 
schemes targeting solar parks, 
state-owned enterprises, and 
distributed renewable energy,” 
the report said.

Boxers shine at U19
World Boxing C’ships 
New Delhi: Young Indian boxer
Krisha Verma won the gold in the
women’s 75kg category while
five other signed off with silver
medals at the inaugural U-19
World Championships organised
by World Boxing in Colorado,
USA. While Krisha notched up a
unanimous 5-0 decision over
Germany’s Simon Lerika in the
75kg summit clash.

McLaren. Ferrari’s Charles
Leclerc, who also has a shot at
the title, was sixth.

The sprint race qualifier in
the afternoon was better for
Verstappen; he was fourth but al-
most one second behind leader
and Norris teammate Oscar
Piastri. Norris was second.

Saturday will feature the penul-
timate sprint race of  the season
and a tribute to three-time world
champion Ayrton Senna, who
died 30 years ago. Seven-time F1
champion Lewis Hamilton will
drive a McLaren once steered
by Senna in front of  60,000 fans.

Norris closed the gap on
Verstappen to 47 points in Mexico
after a furious encounter that
caused  penal t ies  to  the
Dutchman amounting to 20 sec-
onds. The British driver was
penalized in the previous race
at the US Grand Prix as he bat-
tled the defending champion.

The Monegasque driver also
had to face the stewards in Brazil

for swearing in a press conference
after the Mexican GP last week-
end. He was fined 10,000 euros (al-
most $11,000), of  which half  is
suspended as long as there is no
further breach of  a similar na-
ture within the next 12 months.

“During the hearing Leclerc
expressed his regret for his
momentary lack of  judgment
and shared that he understood
his responsibility as a role
model for the sport,” the stew-
ards’ decision said.

Verstappen was punished
with one day of  community
service for the same reason dur-
ing the Singapore GP.

Mumbai, Nov 2: Exploiting the
spin- friendly conditions,
Ravindra Jadeja and R Ashwin
chiselled through the New
Zealand batting line-up to bring
India to a stage from where they
can force a face-saving victory in
the third Test which is now
headed for an intriguing finish.

New Zealand ended day two at
171 for nine with an overall lead
of  143, which might look small
but even a target in the vicinity
of  150 will pose serious chal-
lenge for the Indian batters, con-
sidering the fast deteriorating
Wankhede track.

This was after half-centuries
from Shubman Gill (90) and
Rishabh Pant (60) and a crucial
38 not out from Washington
Sundar gave India a slender 28-
run lead as they put on board 263.

A total of  15 wickets fell on the
second day, underlining the fact
that life won’t be easy for the
hosts while batting fourth.

Ashwin (3/63) found his
rhythm while Jadeja (4/52) added
four more dismissals after his
5/65 in the first essay to keep
India’s hopes alive to avert a
clean sweep at home for the first

time. Ajaz Patel (7) was at the
crease when Jadeja cleaned up

Matt Henry (10) for the penulti-
mate wicket on the final ball on
the second day. 

Will Young’s gutsy 51 was the
only resistance from the Kiwis
who succumbed to pressure,
after Patel (5/103) recorded yet
another five-wicket haul.

Having made a subdued im-
pact so far, Ashwin’s delight on
getting Rachin Ravindra (4)
stumped was evident as he beat
the charge of  the batter with
bounce and turn. 

With Glenn Phillips (26) using
the long handle to a good ef-
fect, Ashwin cleaned up the
New Zealand batter for another
crucial breakthrough. 

Young, who batted as solid as
he did in the first innings, was

Ashwin’s third victim giving
the bowler catching practice
after being outfoxed on a car-
rom ball. 

The 37-year-old Ashwin made
impact beyond his bowling when
he took an outstanding catch to
end a stubborn 50-run associa-
tion between Young and Daryl
Mitchell (21), who, for a pas-
sage of  play, threatened to take
the game away. 

Young and Mitchell had stead-
ied the ship after New Zealand’s
top-order was blown away, but
the latter’s charge against Jadeja
proved costly as he did not get
the distance in his stroke. 

From mid-off, Ashwin cov-
ered 19 metres running side-
ways to his left and put in a
fabulous dive to complete the
dismissal, post which New
Zealand crumbled further. 

Tom Blundell (4) chopped one
onto his stumps off  Jadeja while
Ashwin cleaned up Phillips,

who had switched to aggres-
sive batting knowing New
Zealand desperately needed
more runs. 

At the start of  Kiwis’ reply,
Akash provided a rare sight of
a pacer disturbing a batter’s
furniture on turning track when
he dismantled Tom Latham’s
(1) off  and middle stumps in
the first over. 

Earlier, India’s progress suf-
fered a severe blow with the
exit of  Pant towards the end of
the morning session, as its effects
were felt acutely when play re-
sumed post lunch.

AFC ‘recognised’ club’s
decision to forego match
in Iran: Mohun Bagan

Kolkata, Nov 2: Mohun Bagan
Super Giant Saturday said the
Asian Football Confederation
has “recognized” the top Indian
club’s pullout from their AFC
Champions League 2 match in
Iran last month as a case of  force
majeure.

Keeping the players’ “safety
and security” in mind, Mohun
Bagan SG last month decided
to forgo their October 2 match
against Tractor FC in Iran due
to the volatile situation pre-
vailing in the West Asian na-
tion at the time.

The continental body reacted
promptly and the Kolkata-based
club was withdrawn from the
tournament, pending further
decision on the matter.

According to the MBSG, the
AFC has now recognised their
concerns but added the club re-
mained withdrawn from the
tournament. 

“On 2nd November 2024,
Mohun Bagan Super Giant has
been communicated by the Asian
Football Federation (AFC) that
in response to the club’s appeal,
the  AFC Competit ions
Committee has decided to recog-
nise the matters raised by Mohun
Bagan SG as an event of  force 
majeure,” the club said in a 
statement. 

“Consequently penal conse-
quences, as per clause 5.7 of  AFC
Champions  Lea gue 2
Competition Regulations shall
not apply to Mohun Bagan SG.”

MBSG added in their state-
ment, “However, in terms of
AFC Champions League 2
Competition Regulation clauses
5.5 and 5.6 even in case of  force
majeure events MBSG shall stand
withdrawn from the tournament
for ongoing season.” 

Mohun Bagan SG were sched-
uled to play Tractor FC October
2 in a Group A match of  the ACL
-- the continent’s second-tier club
competition.

Paris, Nov 2: Alexander Zverev
reached the Paris Masters final
for the second time after beating
former champion Holger Rune
6-3, 7-6 (4) Saturday.

Zverev, a runner-up here in
2020, next plays 2018 champion
Karen Khachanov or 15th-seeded
Frenchman Ugo Humbert.

Rune saved a match point with
a brilliant cross-court forehand
winner, but the third-seeded
Zverev held his nerve on the
next with a crisp backhand vol-
ley at the net.

Zverev was mostly in control
against Rune in their fourth ca-

reer meeting and first on in-
door hard courts. The French
Open runner-up improved to
3-1 overall against his rival,
who won the Paris Masters in
2 0 2 2  b y  s t u n n i n g  N o v a k
Djokovic in the final.

Rune saved a break point in
his opening service game as
he struggled from the back of
the court. Zverev broke him in
the fourth game when Rune’s
two-handed backhand went out,
and he held serve for a 4-1 lead
in a commanding first set,
clinching it when his opponent
returned long.

A long 11th game saw both
players miss chances and it went

to a sixth deuce before Rune fi-
nally won it with a backhand
volley at the net.

The big-serving German is
bidding for his second title of
the year and 23rd overall.

ZVEREV STORMS INTO 
PARIS MASTERS FINAL

Bopanna-Ebden
pair bows out
Veteran Indian tennis player

Rohan Bopanna and his
Australian partner Matthew Ebden
made a quarterfinal exit from the
Paris Masters after suffering a hard-
fought defeat in the men’s doubles
contest here.

India A’s first-innings batting
collapse came back to haunt
them as Australia A nosed ahead
of  the visitors after being set a
target of  225 on the third day of
the first ‘Unofficial Test’ here
Saturday. 

The home team was 139 for
three at stumps, needing another
86 runs for victory as the Indian
bowlers could not get enough
wickets to put pressure on the
Australians in their second essay.

Skipper Nathan McSweeney
and Beau Webster were batting
on 47 and 19, respectively, at the
close of  play.

McSweeney, one of  the top
contenders to bag the vacant
opener’s slot in the Australian
team for the marquee Test series

against India, forged an unbro-
ken partnership of  54 runs for
the fourth wicket along with
Webster after Australia A slipped
to 85 for three.

India were all out for 312 in
their second innings, a far bet-
ter batting display than their
forgettable outing on the first
day, when they crumbled for 107.

Resuming the day on 96, Sai
Sudharsan (103) duly completed
his century but Devdutt Padikkal
fell for 88, adding only eight runs
to his overnight total of  80 after
having stitched a partnership
of  196 runs for the third wicket
with the former.

India started the day on 208 for
two. The Australian bowlers, led
by pacer Fergus O’Neill (4/55) and
off-spinner Todd Murphy (3/77),
fought back by taking the two big
wickets in quick succession and
after that, the visiting batters
did not show enough applica-
tion to stretch their lead.

Sudharsan was the first to go,
after attempting an expansive
cover drive off  the bowling of
Murphy. Padikkal was trapped
in front of  the wicket by Murphy
13 balls later after the batter
went on the backfoot to tackle the
off-spinner.
